Honorable participants of the Forum!
In order to obtain visa of the Republic of Kazakhstan, foreign citizens should apply to embassies/consulates of the Republic of Kazakhstan in a country of location (addresses of consulates are attached (Appendix D) and submit valid passport, filled visa application form, photos and a document that confirms your participation to the forum. 
You may also fill in a visa application form, which is available on the website http://portal.mfa.kz/portal/page/portal/mfa/ru/Files/Visa_Application_For_%20Kazakhstan.doc. 
Validity of visa shall expire no less than 6 months before the validity of foreign citizen’s passport expires. Visas of the Republic of Kazakhstan for participants of EAPC Security forum and the 71st Rous-Rout Seminar of the NATO Parliamentary Assembly shall be granted free of consular charges.
In order to obtain visa of the Republic of Kazakhstan at the airports of Astana or Almaty cities, it is required to submit 2 (two) weeks before the seminar a list of participants, stating the name, place and date of birth, nationality, number and validity of passport and a flight route to the Consular Department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Kazakhstan. In this case it is required to get a confirmation letter from the Consular Department, if you don’t have this letter it is possible to have problems while embarcation on board in a country of departure.
On arrival at the airport, participants of the seminar, who applied for visas at the airports of Astana or Almaty cities well in advance, should fill in a visa application forms with photos at the consulate office of the airport. 
For your convenience, you may beforehand fill in a visa application form, which is available on the website http://portal.mfa.kz/portal/page/portal/mfa/ru/Files/Visa_Application_For_%20Kazakhstan.doc. 
Having submitted a passport and visa form with one photo, a duty consul at the airport shall give you visa.
Participants of the seminar, who are staying in Kazakhstan for more than five calendar days, should register with the Migration Police Office. Citizens of States from Appendix C can get registration while crossing border checkpoints at international airports of Astana and Almaty. After getting registration at border checkpoint at international airports of Kazakhstan there is no need to apply to Police for registration.
The Republic of Kazakhstan supports visa-free relationships with all CIS countries (except Turkmenistan), Mongolia and Turkey. Moreover, there are some countries with, which Kazakhstan supports with a visa-free travel regime for diplomatic and official passports (Appendix E).
