Information on Customs Clearance of Temporarily Imported Goods  to the Customs Territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan  

When legal and (or) physical persons of foreign countries import to the customs territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan goods (equipment of media, radio or television) intended for specific work, the customs clearance is carried out mandatory by submission of Cargo Customs Declaration (hereinafter, CCD) to the customs authority. 

The mentioned goods are subject to customs clearance in the mode of temporary import of goods and vehicles with full exemption from customs fees and taxes, except the customs fees in the amount of 50 Euros for the main sheet of the CCD and 20 Euros for additional sheets (if necessary). 

Conditions of placing goods under customs mode 

Temporary Import 

Conditions of placing goods and vehicles under the customs mode of temporary import of goods and vehicles: 

1) provision of identification of goods and vehicles; 

2) submission of the commitment to exporting goods and vehicles out of the Republic of Kazakhstan in a specified time under an established form;

3) payment of customs fees and taxes (on the mass media equipment see above).
The following cannot be placed under the mode of temporary import of goods and vehicles: Expendables and samples, raw materials, semi-products, foodstuffs, industrial waste, spare and component parts (when they are not needed for the temporarily imported vehicles), goods, which are forbidden for import to the customs territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan. 

For customs clearance of the mentioned goods, the foreign legal and (or) physical persons have to address the customs intermediary (with concluding a contract for services), which according to the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan will have to carry out all necessary operations on customs clearance (to compose paper and electronic copies of the CCD, to have the documents translated, if necessary, to certify the goods, to attend the clearance procedures etc.). For that, it is necessary to provide the customs intermediary with all necessary documents and the shipment documentation containing price for each good separately. 

The services of the customs intermediary are paid according to the contract, and is not regulated by the customs legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.  

Periods

     
The periods of temporary stay (import) of goods in the customs territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan are defined by the declarer according to the goals and circumstances of such import, but cannot exceed three years after the goods are placed under the customs mode of temporary import. 
Customs control of persons who cross the border posts 

of the Republic of Kazakhstan

The border control is a standard internationally recognized and mandatory procedure, which is carried out in all countries of the world.

In Kazakhstan, the customs control of the persons who cross the border posts of the Republic of Kazakhstan is based on the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “About the State Border” of 13 January 1993. N 1872-XII.

The basis for this procedure are the following articles of the abovementioned regulatory legal act of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

    Article 11. Control over crossing the State Border of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

      Persons, vehicles, cargoes and goods, when crossing the State Border of the Republic of Kazakhstan, are subject to border, customs and other types of control, established by the legal acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
           Article 11-1. The border control in the posts of crossing the State Border of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
    
Border control is carried out by:

checking documents for the right to cross the State Border of the Republic of Kazakhstan as to establish the legal justification of the right to enter (leave) the Republic of Kazakhstan of the citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan, foreigners and stateless persons; examination of vehicles, cargos and goods;
      
Article 12. Permission to pass for persons, vehicles, cargos and goods over the State Border of the Republic of Kazakhstan

Permission to pass for persons, vehicles, cargos and goods over the State Border of the Republic of Kazakhstan is given in the posts of crossing the State Border of the Republic of Kazakhstan, established by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan and international agreements of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The basis for passing the border (passport) control is a valid travel document (passport or its substitutes), when there is a visa of the Republic of Kazakhstan, unless otherwise is established by international agreements ratified by the Republic of Kazakhstan.   


We additionally inform that according to the Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan of January 08, 2000 No 136 “Certain Issues Of Legal Regulation Of The Stay Of Foreigners In The Republic Of Kazakhstan”, so as to regulate the status of foreign citizens over the territory of the country, when a foreign citizen of 16 enters the Republic of Kazakhstan, he/she is given a migration card

When leaving the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Migration Card is to be given to the officials of border control. 


Foreign citizens, who temporarily enter the Republic of Kazakhstan, have to be registered within 5 calendar days after crossing the State Border of the Republic of Kazakhstan at the place of their constant or temporary living. The registration of foreign citizens is done if identification documents are provided.

Foreign citizens may be freed from registration of passports according to the legislative acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan and international agreements ratified by the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The control that this decree is followed is carried out by the authorities of internal affairs in cooperation with the national security authorities.
